CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I: . Name and title


The name style, and title of the non-profit organization shall be the Auxiliary of Millheim Fire Company No. 1.

ARTICLE II:  Purpose


Section 1.  to render such assistance to the Millheim Fire Company No. 1 as may be possible.  This assistance may be many forms but all assistance given in the name of the Auxiliary will be brought before the members at a regular or special meeting for approval.


Section 2.  The advancement of sociability among its members.

ARTICLE III:  Membership


Section 1.  Members in this Auxiliary shall be of three classes – Regular, social and Junior.  Regular membership in this organization is open to any person, age eighteen (18) years of older, regardless of race, color or creed, and of good standing, residing in the communities which the Millheim Fire Company No. 1 serves.  Social membership in this organization is open to any person (as described above) who resides outside of communities served the Millheim Fire Company No. 1.  Social members may not vote, nor may they hold office in the Auxiliary.  Social members may serve at Auxiliary functions or express their service by donations. Junior members are ages 14 to 17 and meet the requirements of Regular members.


Section 2.  Proposition of membership shall be mad by application in writing, stating legal name and legal residence of said applicant and must be endorsed by a regular member in good standing.


Section 3.  At the next regular meeting after an application for membership is filed, said application shall be read before the membership and shall be presented to the Auxiliary for ballot.


The application shall be accepted for membership by a majority vote of voting members present.


Section 4.  An annual membership feel shall be paid by all members as set forth in the By-Laws.


Section 5.  Each Regular member shall be entitled to one vote at meetings of the Auxiliary and to other privileges as set forth in the By-Laws.


Section 6.  No Social member shall be allowed to speak upon any measure or have any voice at any meeting, or vote upon application for membership, who is six months in arrears at the time of said meeting.


Section 7.  . Members in arrears six months are suspended and can only be reinstated by a majority vote of the Auxiliary

Section 8.  Members shall be recognized by the president before speaking at all meetings of said organization. 

ARTICLE IV.  Organization


Section 1.  The operations of the Auxiliary shall be under the direction of the board of officers of the Millheim Fire Company No. 1.


Section 2.  The officers of the Auxiliary shall be organized and elected pursuant to the By-Laws.


Section 3.  No member of this Auxiliary shall receive any compensation for any service rendered to this Auxiliary in an official capacity.


Section 4.  Roberts Rules of Order shall be the parliamentary authority for all matters of procedure not specifically covered by the Constitution and the By-Laws of this Auxiliary.

ARTICLE V. Amendments


No motion to amend this Constitution or By-Laws shall be put to a vote unless written notice thereof, stating the proposed amendment, shall have been mailed or delivered personally to each member of the Auxiliary at least ten days prior to the meeting at which the vote on the proposed amendment receives a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present, the amendment shall be adopted at once.

BY-LAWS
ARTICLE I.  Meetings


Section 1.  The regular meetings of the Auxiliary shall be held on the last Tuesday of every month at 7:30 PM with the exception of August, July and December. The meetings shall be held in the Fire Hall of the Millheim Fire Company No. 1 unless otherwise specified.  Five members shall constitute a quorum.  


Section 2.  Special meetings may be called by the President.  No business other than specified at call shall be transacted at this special meeting.

ARTICLE II.  Nominations and Elections

Section 1.  The elected officers shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Chaplin, and two Trustees.  All elected officers must have their current dues paid before assuming office.  No person shall hold more than one office at one time; no person shall be eligible to any office except active, regular members who are in good standing.


Section 2.  All officers of the Auxiliary shall be eligible to successive terms.  However, no officer shall serve for more that a three –year period in the same office.


Section 3.  The nominations and election of officers shall be made on the first meeting in November. Officers shall assume charge of duties January 1 for a term of one year.


Section 4.  All vacancies in elective offices shall be filled by the President to serve the un-expired term.


Section 5.  The President shall appoint two tellers to conduct the election of officers, neither of whom shall be a candidate.  Member must have attended four meetings to be eligible candidate.

ARTICLE III.  Duties of Officers and Members


Section 1.  The President shall preside at all meetings, maintain order, appoint committees not otherwise provided for; call special meetings of the Auxiliary if required; decide a question when there is a tie vote among the other members; sign orders on the Treasurer which shall have been approved by the organization and attested by the Secretary; and be an ex-officio member of all committees.


Section 2.  If the President is absent or is unable to perform the duties of the office for any reason, the Vice-President shall occupy the position and perform all the duties with the same authority as the President.


Section 3.  The Secretary shall keep accurate minutes of all meetings; notify persons of their election within one week of the same, notify members of their appointment on committees; and notify members of special meetings.


Section 4.  The Treasurer shall receive all money belonging to the organization, keep regular and correct entries thereof and disburse same on order granted by the body at stated meetings.  The Treasurer shall present a monthly financial report to the Auxiliary.  The Treasurer shall prepare and maintain up-to-date a complete roster of members.  The Treasurer shall present the books to be audited (1) one year internally      and externally at the years end.  The auditing committee shall appoint the auditor.


Section 5.  The Chaplain shall invoke the blessing of God and read the Scriptures or Inspirational passage before all regular and special meetings.


Section 6.  The Trustees are elected to serve for two (2) years, one being elected each consecutive year.  The Trustees hall take charge of  the possessions for the organization; see the same is kept in proper condition; report at stated meetings and offer such recommendations as they may deem necessary for the proper equipment of the organization.


Section 7.  The Chair of all committees appointed by the President shall call a meeting of said committee at which the majority shall be present before transacting the business appointed for.

ARTICLE IV.  Dues


Section 1.  Dues shall be paid annually from January to December.  The due of each member of the Auxiliary shall be payable at the first meeting in January.


Section 2.  Membership dues shall be reviewed at least annually by the Auxiliary.   Increases and/or decreases may be approved at any time by any affirmative vote of at least two-thirds (2/3) of the Auxiliary members present at the meeting.

ARTICLE V.  Order of Business

Section 1.  The meeting shall be opened with the reading by the Chaplain and the Lord’s Prayer to be recited by all members.


Section 2.  Reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

ARTICLE VI.  Committees


Section 1.  The following committees shall be appointed annually buy the President and classified as Standing Committees, with the responsibility of making monthly reports to the Auxiliary.  Ad-hoc committee appointments shall be mad by the President.  

a) Banquet

b) Publicity

c) Coffee

d) Auditing

Section 2.  An auditing committee of two shall be appointed by the presiding

Officer to audit the accounts of the Treasurer at the expiration of the Treasurer’s term of office and submit their report in writing at the next meeting

ARTICLE V11. Reports


The President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Chaplain and Trustees shall make an annual report in writing to the body.
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
